2. Consider and approve the Proposal on Capital Increase in TSYP, Newly Construction and Renovation of
Float Lines

The Proposal on the Construction of TSYP2 Project has been considered and approved by the 8th meeting of
the 6th Board. It has made further progress. If the above equity transfer is smoothly completed, the Board approved
in principle that SYP and Pilkington Group jointly increase capital to TSYP according to their equity proportion
until they respectively hold approximately 45% equity of TSYP, so as to newly build a 600 ton/day float line, and
make renovations to the float line. After the completion, TSYP will have two high quality float lines with the daily
melting capacity of 550 tons and 600 tons respectively, and both float lines will be equipped with the Low-E online
coating technology from Pilkington, which meet with the low carbon economy and energy saving policies held by
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Chinese government, and will largely improve the competitiveness and market position of TSYP, so as to achieve
more economic benefits for the Company.

The project is subject to the success of the above equity transfer and relevant processes. The specific proposal
will be submitted for approval and relevant information will be disclosed by then.
